Audit of Annual Accounts of School of Planning and Architecture, Vijayawada
for the year 2020-21, was conducted in August 2021. Significant comments on
accounts are included in the Separate Audit Report issued separately to the
Government of India, Ministry of Education, New Delhi and a copy marked to
you. Some of the observations which were not included in SAR, meriting
attention of management are detailed below to enable your office to take
corrective action. :

1. Grants utilised for Capital Expenditure as per the Corpus / Capital fund was
¥ 93,54,857 (X79,44,154 out of Grants from UGC, GOI and State Government
to the extent utilised for capital expenditure and Assets purchased out of
Sponsored Projects where the ownership vests in the institute 314,10,703).
However, as per the Receipts and Payments Account Item VII, the expenditure
on Fixed Assets was to the tune of ¥93,46,657. The difference of 8,200

needs to be reconciled.

Further, as per the Schedule-01 Corpus / Capital Fund, the Assets purchased
out of Sponsored Projects where ownership vests in the institution was
%14,10,703 whereas the additions to the Fixed Assets under Schedule 4C was
%15,58,873. This amount was also mentioned under 4(C) of Schedule- 23
Significant Accounting Policies. Thus, there was a difference of I1,48,170

which needs to be reconciled.

Also, it was seen that, the Significant Accounting policy as disclosed at Point
11 of Schedule-23 regarding Consultancy / Research Projects and Workshops
mentioned that ‘The Institution received grants / funds from the mentioned
projects and the expenditure incurred was shown in Schedule-3A and the ...”

Thus the disclosure was incomplete.

2. As per Schedule-01 ‘Corpus/Capital Fund’, an amount of I 3,69,214 was
deducted as ‘Sale of Assets/Scrap’. However, under Schedule - 4 Fixed
Assets two amounts were deducted under deductions column at SI.No.7.
Electrical Inst. & Equipment - ¥3,69,214 and SLNo.12 ‘Computer and
Peripherals’ - ¥22,600. Thus there is difference of 322,600 in between the
amounts deducted Schedule 1 and Schedule 12 of Balance Sheet Pertaining to
the deductions towards Sale of Assets/scrap. This needs to be reconciled and
rectified.

3. As seen from Schedule 1 Corpus/Capital Fund the following amounts have
been deducted from Capital Fund which were not prescribed by the format of
Financial Statement of Central Higher Education Institutions applicable.

The Reasons and details for these deductions were not explained in the notes
on accounts.

4. As per Rules 230(8) of GFR 2017, all interests and other earnings against
Grants-in-Aid or advances (other than reimbursement) released to any Grantee
institution should be mandatorily remitted to the Consolidated Fund of India
immediately after finalization of the accounts. Such advances should not be
allowed to be adjusted against future releases. However, the interest on the
unutilized grants has not been accounted for.

5. The difference of ¥3,596 in between the Receipts against fellowships &
scholarships' as per Schedule 3 and Schedule 3 B needs to be reconciled.

! (Schedule-3 Current Liabilities and Provisions at S1. No. 6¢ of was ¥ 3,38,302 and
the amount was ¥ 3,41,898 as per Schedule-3B



6. Property tax assessment in respect of three properties assessed and payable to
the Municipal authorities was neither shown as liability nor disclosed in the
notes on accounts.

7. Commitments on Capital Account which were to be classified under Contingent
Liabilities (Schedule 24) as per the format of financial statements prescribed by
MoE, were not shown under Schedule 24.

" 8. The reasons and details for regrouping/reclassification of closing balances of
2019-20 and adoption of new opening balances for 2020-21 which were
difference from the certified opening balances were not explained in the notes
on Accounts.

9. As per the provisions contained in the Accounting Standard 15 prescribed by the
Government of India, Ministry of Finance/issued by the Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India, it was stipulated that the accounting of the Retirement
benefits were to be accounted on actuarial valuation. Clause 9 of Schedule 23
indicated that a) Retirement benefits i.e. Gratuity was not provided during the
year vide BoG resolution (Item No.28.9, dated 06.08.2019, b) A provision of
¥ 35,00,000 was reported to have been provided in respect of EL Encashment
pending Actuarial Valuation Report which was under process and the same
would be corrected at the exact amount on receipt of report from Actuary. It
was noticed that no action was forthcoming despite inclusion of the observation
in previous SAR.

10. The payment side of the receipts and Payments account for the year ended
31.03.2021 was incorrectly indicated as ‘Receipts‘. This needs to be rectified.

Separate Audit Report on the Accounts of School of Planning and Architecture,
Vijayawada (SPAYV), for the year ended 31 March 2021

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the School of Planning and Architecture,
Vijayawada (SPAV), as on 31 March 2021, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts &
Payments Account for the year ended on that date, under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller and
Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. These financial
statements are the responsibility of SPAV’s Management. Our responsibility is to express an
opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General
of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity
with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit
observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance with the law, rules &
regulations (propriety and regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any,
are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in
India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable
assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An
audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in
the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and
significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of
financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4, Based on our audit, we report that:

i We have obtained all the information and explanations which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii. The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments
account dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format of Accounts, prescribed by
Ministry of Education (MoE), applicable for Autonomous Bodies (ABs) and Central Higher
Educational Institutions (CHEIs) under its Administrative control.

fii. In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been
maintained as required, in so far as it appears from our examination of such books.

iv. We further report that:




Comments on Accounts:

A. Income and Expenditure Account

A.1 Income — X 25.92 crore

A.1.1. According to the Ministry of Education (MoE), format of Financial Statements, the
amount utilized for revenue expenditure (amount falling under ‘B’ depicted under schedule 10
Grants/Subsidies), shall appear as ‘Income in the Income and Expenditure Statement’.
However, the Institute included the amount of ¥19.28 crore, in income and expenditure
account (Schedule -10) as against the expenditure of T 17.35 crore. This resulted in excess
booking of an amount of ¥ 1.93 crore (X19.28cr (-) X 17.35¢r) on the Income Side of the
Income and Expenditure Statement, thus giving an incorrect picture of the Income in the I&E
account. Further, to compensate this entry, the amount of ¥ 1.93 crore was deducted from

Capital Fund in Schedule 01 of Balance Sheet thus deviating from the format.

A.2. Expenditure: ¥ 33.51 crore

(1) An amount of ¥ 10.92 lakh was charged to Income and Expenditure account as
current year expenditure pertaining to renewal fee for firefighting occupancy' under ‘Repairs
and Maintenance’ (Schedule 19) However, this amount consisted the fees pertaining to the
accounting periods 2019-20 (prior period - ¥ 31,397), 2020-21 (current year —X 1,75,751) and
prepaid for 2021-22 to 2024-25 (X 884965 ). This resulted in incorrect accounting of prior
period expenses as current year expenditure by X 0.31 lakh instead of prior period expenses in
I&E account and incorrect accounting of prepaid expenses as current year expenditure by
T 8.84 lakh which also resulted to overstatement of Deficit in the Income and Expenditure
Account and understatement of Corpus/Capital Fund by an extent of ¥ 8.84 lakh in the
Balance Sheet. Non-accounting of prepaid expenses also resulted in understatement of Loans,
Advances and Deposits by X 8.84 lakh.

(ii) An expenditure of ¥ 7.95 lakh was accounted under Repair and Maintenance
(Schedule 19) as incurred towards purchase and installation of Anti-virus software (Sophos
Central Endpoint Protection — 3 years). However, this included a prepaid expense of
% 7.06 lakh but incorrectly classified as current year expenditure. This resulted in excess

accounting of current year expenditure in the I&E account leading to overstatement of

1.1.3 Area

The School of Planning and Architecture Vijayawada is located in the heart of
Vijayawada city along the ITl road, extending to around 9.66 acres. It
accommodates the main academic and administrative block with a total built-up
area of around 30,000sgm, the Boys hostels with about 14,000sgm of built-up area
spread over two blocks with capacity of over 400 students, Girls hostels with about
6,200sgm of built-up area with capacity of about 200 students and a Dining cum
Visiting Faculty Guest House with about 4,300 sgm of built-up space. The campus
also has an additional 2.66 acres land with green cover, which is being developed

as outdoor sports facility.

The academic and administrative block is a sustainable and modern building
infused with local materials and contemporary design. Its form and structure is
deemed to be iconic in the city of Vijayawada. The campus has ICT enabled
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teaching atmosphere, high end digital surveillance systems, modern laboratories,
spacious studios and classrooms, open-air theatres, auditorium, cafeteria, and
outdoor sports facilities. The various labs include Computer Labs, Geo Informatics
Lab, Art Lab, Material Testing Lab, Surveying Lab, Carpentry Lab, Terrain
Modelling Lab, Climatology Lab, Environmental Monitoring Lab and Structural Lab.
The LAN in the campus caters to approximately 800 users at a time. All common
areas are connected by WiFi and 1-GBPS Internet connectivity is provided through
NKN-NMEICT. Central Library of SPAV is one of the ingenious and technical
libraries in the southern region supporting teaching, learning, research and
consultancy activities in the areas of Planning and Architecture. The central library

is well equipped with both Wi-Fi and Broad Band Internet connectivity.

The campus consists of many green parameters in terms of design and facilities
like Solar Water Heating systems for Hostels and Kitchen with 19200 litres per day
capacity. It has Roof-top Solar Power generation with 183 KW per day with
108000kwh units of generation per year. The campus has ground water recharge
pits, LED lightings with automatic sensors, Sewage Treatment Plant with 100 KLD
capacity wherein recycled water is to be used for gardening and flushing of toilets,
and a composting yard in the making for managing kitchen waste. It is in the
process of building a nursery and many more green initiatives to develop
sustainable environment in and around the campus. Green Up SPAV was a
program initiated on January 2018 to Reduce, Reuse and Recycle Solid Waste in
the Campus under the Swatch Bharat Abhiyaan. Under this program the School
has started segregating solid waste generated in the campus which are sent for

1.7.2 Design and Innovation Centre DIC

At the Design and Innovation Centre (DIC) of SPA Vijayawada, two innovative
social responsive products are being developed, which are “Temporary Housing
Units’, and ‘Self-inking Kalamkari Printing Blocks’. Design registration for both the
products in progress. Design ideas of these products were presented in All India
DIC meet in SPA Delhi, in 2019. State-of-the-art Innovation Lab is being
established in SPA Vijayawada through DIC to impart the culture of research and

innovation amongst the students and faculty.
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Umbrella House: A Temporary Housing Solution; A temporary housing solution in

the form of umbrella house is being developed at DIC - SPA Vijayawada.

Self-inking Kalamkari Block: Based on the case study visits for documenting the
local art, craft and architecture (places in and around Vijayawada), a prominent
environmental issue related to the use of ink in Kalamkari work was evident. To
address this issue, a simplified self-inking block for kalamkari work was
conceptualized. With minimum intervention, significant change in the handling of
kalamkari printing blocks and ink can be achieved. Concept prototype for design
registration is completed. Design registration is in process.

A lab in the ground-floor of academic building at SPA Vijayawada designated for
DIC and through non-recurring head of the project budget the following equipment

are procured.

1.7.3 Building Resilient Urban Communities (BReUCom)

The School is undertaking a prestigious project titled ‘Building Resilient Urban
Communities (BReUCom) which is being executed together with Danube
University Austria, ITC Netherlands, SPA Bhopal and NIT Hamirpur. The
integration of interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary aspects of urban resilience into
architectural and urban planning training and education is the essence of this
research project. SPA Vijayawada is presently working on the pilot implementation
and evaluation of the PDPs and OCWs for all partner institutions, as the lead

organisation for the Work Package 4, which is under progress.

1.7.4 Ministry of Panchati Raj, Government of India (MoPR)

SPA Vijayawada has successfully completed the preparation of Gram Panchayat
Spatial Development Plans for two villages of Andhra Pradesh in December 2020,
under the funding of Ministry of Panchayati Raj, Govt of India. The project
showcased a sustainable process of preparation of village spatial development
plans with ecology, economy and social development at the core. SPAV’s plans
were greatly applauded by the MoPR and has been now taken up as a model for
other states for implementation.

1.7.5 Revision of Town and Country Planning Act for DTCP Andhra
Pradesh

SPA Vijayawada has developed and submitted the Draft version of the “Andhra
Pradesh Regional and Urban Planning Act 2020” to the Directorate of Town and
Country Planning, Government of Andhra Pradesh (DTCP, GoAP), which is the
process of revising the Town and Country Planning Act 1920 of the State. This a
landmark work shall guide the growth and development of urban and regional
planning for the coming times in the State, and SPAV has been entrusted to
develop this landmark Act. The draft Act is under finalization by the DTCP, GoAP.

1.7.6 GIS based Master plans for AMRUT towns Bhimavaram and Eluru for
DTCP, Andhra Pradesh

SPA Vijayawada is in the process of preparing the GIS based Master Plans for

Bhimavaram region and for Eluru region. These Master Plan projects are funded

under the AMRUT scheme of Government of India and are prepared for the DTCP,

Government of Andhra Pradesh.

1.7.7 Grid of roads project sponsored by Chennai Metropolitan
Development Authority (CMDA)

The GoR Extended project is for the 29 Villages are located in the Peri-urban area

of Chennai and within the Chennai Metropolitan Development Area. The project

activities include reorganizing the past data that the same is culled out and

checking its validity to current scenario in the villages according to different phase,
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Google satellite imagery extraction is under process for creation of new base maps
and reorganization into 1Tkm by 1km grid formation of the villages as per the for
phase 1 is in the process of completion. The project is under process.

1.7.8 Vijayawada Municipal Corporation (VMC)

The School has initiated a project funded by the VMC towards developing a
‘heritage walk circuit in the city of Vijayawada”, which connects its historic
medieval caves. The project is in its final stages.

1.7.9 Patents Filed

Through Design and Innovation Centre (DIC) of SPA Vijayawada, two innovative
social responsive products are being developed, which are “Temporary Housing
Units’, and ‘Self-inking Kalamkari Printing Blocks’. Patent filing for one of the

projects is already carried out and the second is in the process.

1.7.10 Institute Innovation Cell (lIC)

SPA Vijayawada has created IIC in its campus, which promotes and supports the
culture of innovation in the institute. SPA Vijayawada implements some of the
calendar events of IC. Through this, two products are being developed by the
faculty of SPA Vijayawada along with students which are in the process of patent

filing.

1.7.11 IPR Policy at SPA Vijayawada

The IPR policy of SPA Vijayawada aims at creating robust research eco-system
with an ambience in which new ideas, research and scholarship flourish, and from
which the new ideas and innovators of tomorrow emerge, by closely working with
the strengths of both the departments i.e. Department of Architecture and
Department of Planning. The research work carried out by the faculty at the
department shall address the problems faced by the region, nation and the world at
large. The undergraduate, post-graduate and PhD programs offered at both the
departments provide education and research environment that helps in conducting

cutting-edge research by understanding the needs of the society and industry.
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Strong industry-academia interaction is facilitated at the SPA Vijayawada in the
form of MoU’s with various national institutes, regional partners and industries to

strengthen the education and research ecosystem at SPA Vijayawada.

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1.11.11 Landscape Lab

The landscape lab functioning under the Department of Architecture of SPAV was
set up in an intention to develop and demonstrate the students of both UG (Under
Graduate) and PG (Post Graduate) about the various techniques and concepts
used in the field of Landscape Architecture. The Lab is equipped with two high end
configuration desktop to explore the various digital techniques used in the current
field of landscape Architecture. It is also equipped with the mock-up of roof garden,
mock-up of green wall, Topographic model demonstrating the various concepts of
contours, Indoor plants, Garden equipments, Soil pH testing kit etc. As a part of
setting up of the lab, the M.Arch (landscape) students put an effort of tagging the
plant species of the entire campus which performs through URL code for
identification of the specific species.

1.11.12 Proposed Conservation Lab

Conservation laboratory in the SPAV to specialize exclusively in digital
documentation techniques for heritage resources. Digital documentation of
heritage resources is becoming increasingly popular nowadays although the tools
for capture and processing continue to evolve at a rapid pace. Conservation Lab at
SPAV will equip students to work with modern instruments on heritage sites by

providing hands-on workshops on well-developed methodologies in Conservation
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studios as well as providing exemplary documentation of specific monuments so
that one can generate detailed drawings and detailed maps to assist in critical
conservation work and active heritage management. Role of Conservation Lab is
to create an accurate surface model of the monument/sites using a combination of
digital recording technologies. These include LiDAR or laser scanning, a technique
that uses lasers to measure the distance to an object and map that location in 3D.
Modern instruments are capable of recording millions of points per second creating
an accurate surface representation. They can also collect high-resolution digital
imagery from the air and the ground using tripod mounted cameras as well as
drones. The lab will be equipped with processing software to systematically image
every surface and combine this using a process called photogrammetry that
derives metric information for objects within the scene. Photogrammetry and
LiDAR data together can create one 3D surface model of the monument/site that
contains both very accurate geometry as well as high-quality texture information.
The 3D surface model can produce a set of derivatives that are highly useful for
conservation of monuments.

Conservation Lab will consist of following documentation facilities:

1. Manual measuring and recording instruments

2. Photogrammetric equipment

3. Long range laser scanning equipment

4. White light scanning equipment

Audit of Annual Accounts of School of Planning and Architecture, Vijayawada
for the year 2020-21, was conducted in August 2021. Significant comments on
accounts are included in the Separate Audit Report issued separately to the
Government of India, Ministry of Education, New Delhi and a copy marked to
you. Some of the observations which were not included in SAR, meriting
attention of management are detailed below to enable your office to take
corrective action. :

1. Grants utilised for Capital Expenditure as per the Corpus / Capital fund was
¥ 93,54,857 (X79,44,154 out of Grants from UGC, GOI and State Government
to the extent utilised for capital expenditure and Assets purchased out of
Sponsored Projects where the ownership vests in the institute 314,10,703).
However, as per the Receipts and Payments Account Item VII, the expenditure
on Fixed Assets was to the tune of ¥93,46,657. The difference of 8,200

needs to be reconciled.

Further, as per the Schedule-01 Corpus / Capital Fund, the Assets purchased
out of Sponsored Projects where ownership vests in the institution was

Significant Accounting Policies. Thus, there was a difference of I1,48,170

which needs to be reconciled.

Also, it was seen that, the Significant Accounting policy as disclosed at Point
11 of Schedule-23 regarding Consultancy / Research Projects and Workshops
mentioned that ‘The Institution received grants / funds from the mentioned
projects and the expenditure incurred was shown in Schedule-3A and the ...”

Thus the disclosure was incomplete.

2. As per Schedule-01 ‘Corpus/Capital Fund’, an amount of I 3,69,214 was
deducted as ‘Sale of Assets/Scrap’. However, under Schedule - 4 Fixed
Assets two amounts were deducted under deductions column at SI.No.7.
Electrical Inst. & Equipment - ¥3,69,214 and SLNo.12 ‘Computer and
Peripherals’ - ¥22,600. Thus there is difference of 322,600 in between the
amounts deducted Schedule 1 and Schedule 12 of Balance Sheet Pertaining to
the deductions towards Sale of Assets/scrap. This needs to be reconciled and
rectified.

3. As seen from Schedule 1 Corpus/Capital Fund the following amounts have
been deducted from Capital Fund which were not prescribed by the format of
Financial Statement of Central Higher Education Institutions applicable.

4. As per Rules 230(8) of GFR 2017, all interests and other earnings against
Grants-in-Aid or advances (other than reimbursement) released to any Grantee
institution should be mandatorily remitted to the Consolidated Fund of India
immediately after finalization of the accounts. Such advances should not be
allowed to be adjusted against future releases. However, the interest on the
unutilized grants has not been accounted for.

5. The difference of ¥3,596 in between the Receipts against fellowships &
scholarships' as per Schedule 3 and Schedule 3 B needs to be reconciled.

! (Schedule-3 Current Liabilities and Provisions at S1. No. 6¢ of was ¥ 3,38,302 and
the amount was ¥ 3,41,898 as per Schedule-3B



6. Property tax assessment in respect of three properties assessed and payable to
the Municipal authorities was neither shown as liability nor disclosed in the
notes on accounts.

7. Commitments on Capital Account which were to be classified under Contingent
Liabilities (Schedule 24) as per the format of financial statements prescribed by
MoE, were not shown under Schedule 24.

" 8. The reasons and details for regrouping/reclassification of closing balances of
2019-20 and adoption of new opening balances for 2020-21 which were
difference from the certified opening balances were not explained in the notes
on Accounts.

9. As per the provisions contained in the Accounting Standard 15 prescribed by the
Government of India, Ministry of Finance/issued by the Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India, it was stipulated that the accounting of the Retirement
benefits were to be accounted on actuarial valuation. Clause 9 of Schedule 23
indicated that a) Retirement benefits i.e. Gratuity was not provided during the
year vide BoG resolution (Item No.28.9, dated 06.08.2019, b) A provision of
¥ 35,00,000 was reported to have been provided in respect of EL Encashment
pending Actuarial Valuation Report which was under process and the same
would be corrected at the exact amount on receipt of report from Actuary. It
was noticed that no action was forthcoming despite inclusion of the observation
in previous SAR.

10. The payment side of the receipts and Payments account for the year ended
31.03.2021 was incorrectly indicated as ‘Receipts‘. This needs to be rectified.

Separate Audit Report on the Accounts of School of Planning and Architecture,
Vijayawada (SPAYV), for the year ended 31 March 2021

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the School of Planning and Architecture,
Vijayawada (SPAV), as on 31 March 2021, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts &
Payments Account for the year ended on that date, under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller and
Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. These financial
statements are the responsibility of SPAV’s Management. Our responsibility is to express an
opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General
of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity
with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit
observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance with the law, rules &
regulations (propriety and regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any,
are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in
India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable
assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An
audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in
the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and
significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of
financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4, Based on our audit, we report that:

i We have obtained all the information and explanations which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii. The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments
account dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format of Accounts, prescribed by
Ministry of Education (MoE), applicable for Autonomous Bodies (ABs) and Central Higher
Educational Institutions (CHEIs) under its Administrative control.

fii. In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been
maintained as required, in so far as it appears from our examination of such books.

iv. We further report that:




Comments on Accounts:

A. Income and Expenditure Account

A.1 Income — X 25.92 crore

A.1.1. According to the Ministry of Education (MoE), format of Financial Statements, the
amount utilized for revenue expenditure (amount falling under ‘B’ depicted under schedule 10
Grants/Subsidies), shall appear as ‘Income in the Income and Expenditure Statement’.
However, the Institute included the amount of ¥19.28 crore, in income and expenditure
account (Schedule -10) as against the expenditure of T 17.35 crore. This resulted in excess
booking of an amount of ¥ 1.93 crore (X19.28cr (-) X 17.35¢r) on the Income Side of the
Income and Expenditure Statement, thus giving an incorrect picture of the Income in the I&E
account. Further, to compensate this entry, the amount of ¥ 1.93 crore was deducted from

Capital Fund in Schedule 01 of Balance Sheet thus deviating from the format.

A.2. Expenditure: ¥ 33.51 crore

(1) An amount of ¥ 10.92 lakh was charged to Income and Expenditure account as
current year expenditure pertaining to renewal fee for firefighting occupancy' under ‘Repairs
and Maintenance’ (Schedule 19) However, this amount consisted the fees pertaining to the
accounting periods 2019-20 (prior period - ¥ 31,397), 2020-21 (current year —X 1,75,751) and
prepaid for 2021-22 to 2024-25 (X 884965 ). This resulted in incorrect accounting of prior
period expenses as current year expenditure by X 0.31 lakh instead of prior period expenses in
I&E account and incorrect accounting of prepaid expenses as current year expenditure by
T 8.84 lakh which also resulted to overstatement of Deficit in the Income and Expenditure
Account and understatement of Corpus/Capital Fund by an extent of ¥ 8.84 lakh in the
Balance Sheet. Non-accounting of prepaid expenses also resulted in understatement of Loans,
Advances and Deposits by X 8.84 lakh.

(ii) An expenditure of ¥ 7.95 lakh was accounted under Repair and Maintenance
(Schedule 19) as incurred towards purchase and installation of Anti-virus software (Sophos
Central Endpoint Protection — 3 years). However, this included a prepaid expense of
% 7.06 lakh but incorrectly classified as current year expenditure. This resulted in excess

accounting of current year expenditure in the I&E account leading to overstatement of
