The School of Planning and Architecture, Vijayawada was established in the year 2008 by the
Ministry of Education, Government of India. The School has acquired the status of ‘Institute
of National Importance’ in the year 2014, after enactment of the School of Planning and
Architecture, 2014 in the Parliament. The School has distinguished itself in terms of potential
to grow as a role model in specialized professional education offering Undergraduate and
Postgraduate Education in Architecture and Planning while at the same time fostering

research of a high order in these areas.

1.1.2 Infrastructure

The School of Planning and Architecture Vijayawada is located in the heart of
Vijayawada city along the ITl road. The academic and administrative block is a sustainable
and modern building infused with local materials and contemporary design. Its form and

structure are deemed to be iconic in the city of Vijayawada. Campus images are shown in

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1.1.3 Area

The School of Planning and Architecture Vijayawada campus extends to around 9.66 acres.
It accommodates the main academic and administrative block with a total built-up area of
around 30,000sgm, the Boys hostels with about 14,000sgm of built-up area spread over two
blocks with capacity of over 400 students, Girls hostels with about 6,200sgm of built-up area
with capacity of about 200 students and a Dining cum Visiting Faculty Guest House with about
4,300 sgm of built-up space. The campus also has an additional 2.66 acres of land with green
cover, which is being developed as an outdoor sports facility.

The campus has ICT enabled teaching atmosphere, high end digital surveillance systems,
modern laboratories, spacious studios and classrooms, open-air theatres, auditorium,
cafeteria, and outdoor sports facilities. The various labs include Computer Labs, Geo
Informatics Lab, Art Lab, Material Testing Lab, Surveying Lab, Carpentry Lab, Terrain
Modelling Lab, Climatology Lab, Environmental Monitoring Lab and Structural Lab. The LAN
in the campus caters to approximately 800 users at a time. All common areas are connected
by WiFi and 1-GBPS Internet connectivity is provided through NKN-NMEICT. Central Library
of SPAV is one of the ingenious and technical libraries in the southern region supporting
teaching, learning, research and consultancy activities in the areas of Planning and
Architecture. The central library is well equipped with both Wi-Fi and BroadBand Internet
connectivity.

The campus consists of many green parameters in terms of design and facilities like Solar
Water Heating systems for Hostels and Kitchen with 19200 litres per day capacity. It has Roof-
top Solar Power generation with 183 KW per day with 108000kwh units of generation per
year. The campus has ground water recharge pits, LED lightings with automatic sensors,
Sewage Treatment Plant with 100 KLD capacity wherein recycled water is to be used for
gardening and flushing of toilets, and a composting yard in the making for managing kitchen
waste. It is in the process of building a nursery and many more green initiatives to develop a
sustainable environment in and around the campus. Green Up SPAV was a program initiated
in January 2018 to Reduce, Reuse and Recycle Solid Waste in the Campus under the Swachh
Bharat Abhiyaan, currently the focus is primarily on increasing the green cover and its

maintenance.
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1.1.4 Hostel Facilities

k) The School Hostel Mess segregates solid waste generated in the hostel/guest house
mess along with the remaining campus which are sent for recycling.

1.4 Sixth Convocation

(CCMN)
programmes in the National institutes of Technology (NITs) and several other participating
Centrally Funded Technical institutes (CFTIs) through a single platform.

1.8.1 Centre for Excellence at SPA Vijayawada

The proposed “Centre of Excellence in Urban Planning and Design at SPA Vijayawada (CoE-
SPAV)” is primarily envisaged to mandate and deliver FIVE main functions regularly. Each of
these five mandated functions is envisioned to be guiding principles of Coe-SPAV. The
guiding principles are Spatial Data Infrastructure, Government Advocacy, Capacity Building,

Research Projects and Industry Advisory.

1.8.2 Vetting of Manuals - APSAB

School of Planning and Architecture Vijayawada successfully submitted Vetting of Manuals
(Administrative, Educational and Health) for Andhra Pradesh State Architectural Board
(APSAB).

1.8.3 CREST

Climate-Resilient, Energy Secure and healthy built environmenTs (CREST)” — Going Global
Partnership, Grant by the British Council. Application ID: 877766384, Grant Agreement:
IND/CONT/G/21-22/47. The Duration of the project is from 10-12-2021 to 10-03-2023.

1.8.4 Unnat Bharat Abhiyan (UBA)

UBA is a project funded by the Government of India, where SPA Vijayawada has adopted five
villages for which a development plan has been prepared with involvement of the local people.
First phase of the project is completed. The second phase of the project shall commence
shortly, where the focus shall be on the implementation of key concepts, technologies

developed in the first phase.

1.8.5 Design and Innovation Centre (DIC)

The design innovation centre at the institute is a hub of creativity and innovation. It is a place
where designers, artists, and entrepreneurs come together to work on projects related to
indigenous crafts, disaster relief products, interactive education, and start-up incubation. The
indigenous crafts project focuses on reviving and promoting traditional crafts from different
regions of the country. The team works closely with local artisans to understand their
techniques and design modern products that retain the essence of the traditional craft.The
start-up incubation project provides support and resources to aspiring entrepreneurs. The
team provides mentorship, training, and networking opportunities to help start-ups grow and

succeed. The following are the events organised by DIC:

e The Vertical Design studio is an annual event at SPA Vijayawada where students from
different academic years are grouped together to collaborate on various themes and
problems. These teams work together to generate creative and innovative solutions to
these challenges. This year Vertical Design Studio was organised by DIC to encourage
students and faculty towards Design innovation. The theme of Vertical Design Studio is
'Dessynth’ which focuses on the importance of collaboration and cooperation in solving
complex problems. This theme recognizes that no one person or academic year has all
the answers, and that by working together and combining different perspectives, we can

come up with innovative and effective solutions.
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e DIC organised a lecture by Prof. K. Ramasubramanian, Professor, |IT Bombay, on
‘Geometry in Ancient India and its application in Architecture’.

e DIC members Dr. Shanmuga Priya, Ar. Anil Kumar, Ar. Madhava Rao T have attended
DIC Meet 2023 at Dr. Ambedkar International Center (DAIC), Janpath, New Delhi.

1.8.6 Building Resilient Urban Communities (BReUCom)

The School has undertaken a prestigious project titled ‘Building Resilient Urban Communities
(BReUCom) which was executed together with Danube University Austria, ITC Netherlands,
SPA Bhopal and NIT Hamirpur. The integration of interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary
aspects of urban resilience into architectural and urban planning training and education was
the essence of the project. SPA Vijayawada has successfully implemented and evaluated a
number of Professional Development Programs (PDPs) and Open Coursewares (OCWs)
across the partnering institutions, as the lead organisation for the Work Package 4. The
project is completed and all the deliverables are placed in public domain and the final report

of the project is submitted to the funding agency.

1.8.7 Gram Panchayat Spatial Development Plans (GPSDP)

SPA Vijayawada has successfully completed the preparation of Gram Panchayat Spatial
Development Plans (GPSDP) for two villages of Andhra Pradesh in December 2020, under
the funding of the Ministry of Panchayati Raj, Govt of India. The project showcased a
sustainable process of preparation of village spatial development plans with ecology,
economy and social development at the core. GPSDP Project recognition by MoPR, Govt of
India: SPA Vijayawada’s project report for the consultancy project ‘Gram Panchayat Spatial
Development Plan for of AP — Telaprolu’ done for Ministry of Panchayati Raj, Govt of India
has been selected as one of the models GPSDP to be replicated for other states, work for

which has been initiated.

1.8.8 Revision of Town and Country Planning Act for DTCP Andhra Pradesh

SPA Vijayawada has developed and submitted the Draft version of the “Andhra Pradesh
Regional and Urban Planning Act 2020” to the Directorate of Town and Country Planning,
Government of Andhra Pradesh (DTCP, GoAP), which is the process of revising the Town
and Country Planning Act 1920 of the State. This landmark work shall guide the growth and

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development of urban and regional planning for the coming times in the State, and SPAV has
been entrusted to develop this landmark Act. The draft Act is under finalization by the DTCP,
GoAP.

1.8.9 GIS based Master plans for AMRUT towns Bhimavaram and Eluru for DTCP,
Andhra Pradesh

SPA Vijayawada has prepared the GIS based Master Plans for Bhimavaram and for Eluru
ULBs. These Master Plan projects are funded under the AMRUT scheme of Government of
India and are prepared for the DTCP, Government of Andhra Pradesh. The project is closed,
and the project deliverables and project files as desired by DTCP, along with the ELU for
newly added villages and the revised planning areas as a whole as well as all the GIS Base
layers and reports for the same have been submitted by SPA, by September 2022, for both
Bhimavaram and Eluru ULBs and acknowledgement of same received from DTCP, AP.

1.8.10 Grid of roads project sponsored by Chennai Metropolitan Development
Authority (CMDA)

The GoR Extended project is for 29 Villages located in the Peri-urban area of Chennai and
within the Chennai Metropolitan Development Area. The project activities include reorganizing
the past data that the same is culled out and checking its validity to current scenario in the
villages according to different phase, Google satellite imagery extraction is under process for
creation of new base maps and reorganization into 1km by 1km grid formation of the villages

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1.9 Outreach

In terms of outreach, SPA Vijayawada has been continuously joining hands with leading
institutes and organisations of the world, not only to provide exposure to our students towards
the best practices in the world, but also to share and learn from each collaboration. Our School
has Memorandum of Understanding (MoUs) with several reputed National, International
institutions and organisations like - Solent University, UK; University of Melbourne, Australia;
Krems University, Austria; Hafencity University, Germany; University of Cologne, Germany;
University of Florence, ltaly; and Norwegian University of Science and Technology. Recently
we have signed an MoU with UN-Habitat for research collaboration. We have conducted joint
studio exercises with students of some of these foreign universities. We are in close network
with the two other SPAs at New Delhi and Bhopal, and have collaborative arrangements with
the Council of Architecture (CoA), Institute of Town Planners, India (ITPI); the Indian Institute
of Architects (Il1A); the All India Council of Technical Education (AICTE) the National Remote
Sensing Center (NRSC), Hyderabad; the Amravati Metropolitan Region Development
Authority (AMRDA); the Andhra Pradesh Human Resource Development Institute (AP-HRDI),
APTIDCO, APGBCL, Vijayawada Municipal Corporation (VMC), National Research
Development Corporation (NRDC) and many others. Eminent professionals and practitioners

come to our campus often to deliver talks and interact with the students.

1.12 Academic Central Facilities and Amenities
1.12.1 Central Library

Central Library of the SPA Vijayawada (Figure 4) started functional since 2008 with a mission
to create a ‘state-of-the-art and self-service environment’ for users (students, researchers,
faculty, staff etc.) to browse through a ‘professional resource priority pool’, to accumulate and
share knowledge, to strengthen the ‘academic system alive’ and promote ‘visibility and value
system’. Basically, the Library is an integral part of the academic system whose primary
function is to serve users to support education, research and innovation. It is one of the
ingenious and technical libraries in the Southern Region supporting teaching, learning,
research and consultancy activities in the areas of Planning and Architecture across the
country. The library becomes a space for acquiring scholarly information, knowledge
resources, databases, discovery tools and techniques to meet unique and specialized needs

of the academic community.

At present, the library holds more than 7250 collections of books in which 36 titles of books
were added during the year 2022-23. The library has subscribed print periodicals and a couple
of e-resources like Sage’s Urban and Planning Collection online and Turnitin (anti-plagiarism
software) during this period. Apart from that, the library also receives few e-resources such
as JSTOR, Annual Reviews, South Asia Archive and World E-book Library (WEL) and Urkund
(anti-plagiarism software)) from the INFLIBNET through E-shodh Sindhu Consortium. The
library also has 3900 e-books (open access), and more than 1384 Thesis (both UG & PG) of
Architecture and Planning. The library is well equipped with WiFi and BroadBand Internet
connectivity. It has created an intranet based online catalogue system that helps the users
(students, faculty and researchers) in finding resources available in the library from their
desktop. It also provides circulation, reference, CDROM, scanning, electronic document

delivery, printout and photocopy services.

1.12.2 Computer Lab

The Computer Lab (Figure 5) is fully air-conditioned, and functioning under the Department
of Architecture, is equipped with Eighty (72) high-end workstations installed with various
licensed software such as AutoCAD, Trimble Sketchup, Adobe Creative Cloud for the team

1.12.8 Building Material & Construction Lab

The Building Materials & Construction Lab was established to display & demonstrate various
kinds of building materials and their properties with the objective of enabling material exposure
and construction techniques for the students of architecture within the campus, as shown in
Figure 10. The lab helps to create a better know-how about various building components and

their application tandem with the building industry.

The material samples are periodically obtained from the market by the students and also to
keep an update on the latest trend in the market. As part of the Building materials &
Construction | to IV & Building Services course curriculum the students are taught various

building materials, services & their applications, specifications, construction techniques
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through Hands-on exercises. A typical Installation to a toilet was also installed in the BMC lab
with exposed pipe lines for clear understanding of water supply and sanitation. A cut open
section of a typical split Air Conditioner was also installed in the lan for understanding the
working procedure of an Air conditioner. In addition to the same different varieties of CPVC,
PVC pipe fittings were also installed in the Lab. Various brochures were also collected from
different sources for display in the lab to keep the students updated to the latest trends and

developments in the market.

1.12.9 Transportation Lab

The Transportation Lab, functioning under the Department of Planning of SPAV, is equipped
with thirty (30) high-end workstations installed with licensed GIS software such as ArcGIS
Desktop, ERDAS Imagine and Imagine Photogrammetry and Transportation software’s such
as CUBE, Vissim and Visum as listed in Table 6. It is equipped with the GPS instruments,
topo mouse, stereoscopic equipment, wireless glasses, safety jackets and traffic batons to
cater to the geospatial analysis needs, traffic survey requirements and other specific data
analysis.

Currently the Transportation Lab is in the process
of further augmentation and expansion to become a full-fledged centre of research and

consultancy in the region.

1.12.10 Structures lab/ Material Testing Lab & Survey Lab

A) Structures and Material Testing Lab

The Lab deals with the demonstrating basic principles in the area of strength and mechanics
of materials and structural analysis through a series of experiments. Measuring the properties
of the materials such as impact strength, tensile strength, compressive strength, hardness is
conducted in the lab. Major Equipment include Compression Testing machine, Torsion testing

machine, Impact testing machine, Hardness testing machine etc as shown in Figure 11.

B) Survey Lab
Survey Lab is utilized for making all essential measurements and relative position of points in
horizontal and vertical planes. The Lab is equipped with Ranging rods, Tapes, Chains, Plane
Tables, Compass, Dumpy level, Electronic Theodolite and Total station etc as shown in Figure
12.

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1.12.11 Landscape Lab

The landscape lab functioning under the Department of Architecture of SPAV was set up in
an intention to develop and demonstrate the students of both UG (Under Graduate) and PG
(Post Graduate) about the various techniques and concepts used in the field of Landscape
Architecture. The Lab is equipped with two high end configuration desktops to explore the
various digital techniques used in the current field of landscape Architecture. It is also
equipped with the mock-up of roof garden, mock-up of green wall, Topographic model
demonstrating the various concepts of contours, Indoor plants, Garden equipment, Soil pH
testing kit etc. As a part of setting up of the lab, the M. Arch (landscape) students put an effort
of tagging the plant species of the entire campus which performs through URL code for
identification of the specific species. At present the lab is utilized by the students of
Architecture as the part of understanding various concepts and also as a part of studio
exercises. The lab also acts as a place of exploration for various propagation techniques of

the plant material based on the creative ideas of the students.

1.12.12 Conservation Lab

The conservation laboratory in the SPAV is equipped exclusively with digital documentation
techniques for heritage resources. Digital documentation of heritage resources is becoming
increasingly popular nowadays although the tools for capture and processing continue to
evolve at a rapid pace. Conservation Lab at SPAV allows students to work with modern
instruments on heritage sites by providing hands-on workshops on well-developed
methodologies in Conservation studios as well as providing exemplary documentation of
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specific monuments so that one can generate detailed drawings and detailed maps to assist
in critical conservation work and active heritage management. The role of using digital
techniques for documentation is to create an accurate surface model of the monument/sites
using a combination of digital recording technologies. These include LIiDAR or laser scanning,
a technique that uses lasers to measure the distance to an object and map that location in
3D. LiDAR with 350M range is capable of recording millions of points per second creating an
accurate surface representation. This equipment/technique also collects high-resolution
digital imagery from the air and the ground using tripod-mounted cameras as well as drones.
The lab is equipped with processing software to systematically image every surface and
combine this using a process called photogrammetry that derives metric information for
objects within the scene. Photogrammetry and LIDAR data together can create one 3D
surface model of the monument/site that contains both very accurate geometry as well as
high-quality texture information. The 3D surface model can produce a set of derivatives that
are highly useful for conservation of monuments.

i. Laser Distance Measuring and Levelling Tools (300 M Range)

i. Photogrammetry Software (Agisoft photo modeler pro - 2 Licenses)

iii.  Long Range laser scanning equipment (Faro Laser Scanner Focus 3D S 350 Plus)

iv. ~DSLR Camera - 2 Numbers

v. High-end configuration computer systems- 2 Numbers

1.12.13 Building Construction Yard

The Construction Yard (Figure 14) is an open space allocated for students of Architecture to
experiment with different materials and construction techniques. This facility is in close relation
with another lab of SPAV called '‘Building Construction Lab' where it used tools and materials
available to experiment in the open space. Apart from students getting hands-on opportunities
to work, explore and learn about different building materials and their construction techniques,
it also teaches them to work outside the studio in a practical setup. The proposed design of
the building construction yard is planned to be done in different stages by students during
their building construction hours. Few structures with respect to the design have been

incorporated by the students as part of their studio learning. The attached photographs show

a group of students experimenting with different brick arches like horseshoe arch, pointed
arch, segmental arch, etc., and various new jaali techniques. RCC columns and different types
of footing details are also built with the help of local masons and workers. Spaces like these

give students a unique learning experience.

1.13 Scholarships
SPAV facilitates students in availing various scholarships available from both Central and
State Government. Some of the existing scholarships are
A) Post-Matric Scholarship from the Government of Andhra Pradesh, Jnanabhumi is
designed and deployed as student centric by registration, verification, sanction and
disbursement of Post Matric Scholarships (PMS) to the students of SC/ ST/ BC
/EBC /Minorities /Differently Abled categories by Government of Andhra Pradesh
and to the Colleges from the Academic Year 2017-18 onwards, aiming to release
Maintenance Fees/ Mess Charges (MTF) every month and Reimbursement of

Tuition Fee (RTF) on quarterly basis to the students. SPAV regularly updates the
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student details in Jnanabhumi portal so as to enable eligible students to get
scholarships.

B) Scholarships are provided to SC/ ST Students to encourage meritorious SC/ ST
students to pursue courses at Graduate/Post Graduate level in identified
Institutions of excellence, Government and Private, in professional fields such as
Management, Medicine, Engineering, Information Technology, Law etc. The total
family income of the candidate to be eligible for this scholarship from all sources
should not exceed Rs.6.0 lakh per annum.

C) Students who have qualified for Graduate Aptitude Test for Engineering (GATE)
are eligible for a monthly stipend as stipulated by MoE.

1.14 Compliance on ‘Right of persons with Disabilities’ & Act 2016

Educational modules for inclusion of Universal accessibility related studies are included in the
UG and PG course curriculum at various levels in design/planning studios, Thesis, theory,
subjects for the students and wherever applicable.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of
India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the
best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations
on financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations
(Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported
through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India.
These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about
whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes
examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial
statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant
estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial

statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

I We have obtained all the information and explanations which to the best of our knowledge

and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

A) This includes an amount of 23.29 crore being Non -refundable fee received from the students.
The same was exhibited under Schedule-3 Current Liabilities® instead of treating it as Income

This rsulted in Overstatement of Current Liabilities and Understatement of Capital Fund to an
extent of X3.29 crore.

B) Out of %3.29 crore an amount of X1,62,58,016 pertains to the Current year’s income of the
Institute which should be shown under Schedule 9 — Academic Receipts.

This resulted in Understatement of Income to an extent of 21.62 crore.

A.2 Application of Funds —¥194.14 crore

A.2.1 Schedule 5 Investments from Earmarked/Endowment Funds

This does not include an amount of %1,47,67,000 being investment made out of
Earmarked/Endowment Funds. An amount of %1,47,67,000 was shown as investment made
under Schedule-2 Designated Earmarked /Endowment Funds. The same was exhibited under
Schedule 7 — Current Assets instead of Schedule 5 — Investments from Earmarked/Endowment
Funds.

This resulted in Understatement of Schedule 5 and Overstatement of Current Assets by
1,47,67,000.

Y Included under Item No.xix — Student Fee Liabilities — Z4,13,00,685
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A.2.2 Schedule 4 Fixed Assets —¥114.49 crore

This includes an amount of %4.42 lakh being short computation of depreciation on Plant &
Machinery and Electric Installations. The depreciation of Plant & Machinery and Electric

Installations was charged at the rate of 10 percent instead of 15 percent.

This resulted in short computation of depreciation to an extent of ¥4,42,760 as detailed below:

This resulted in Understatement of Income by %10,76,250 and Understatement of Expenditure
to an extent of ¥11,05,719.

An amount of ¥1.47 crore was invested in term deposit from Earmarked/ Endowment Funds.
The interest earned in the year was %11,15,955 which was accounted for under Schedule 11-

Income from Investment “Other Investment” instead of “Earmarked/Endowment Fund.”

This resulted in Understatement of Schedule 2 — Income from investments and Overstatement

of Schedule -11 Income from Investments to an extent of ¥11,15,955.
C. General
C.1 Receipts and Payments Account not prepared on cash basis.

It was disclosed by the Institute in Schedule - 23, Sigificant Accounting policies that Receipts
and Payments Account was prepared considering total credits and debits in the accounts.

Receipts and Payments Account should be prepared on cash basis.

D. Grant-in-aid: During the year, Institute received Grant-in-Aid of ¥23.63 crore? and utilized
a sum of 221.48 crore® as on 31% March 2023.

E. Management Letter: Deficiencies which have not been included in the Separate Audit
Report have been brought to the notice of the Director, School of Planning & Architecture,

Vijayawada through a Management letter issued separately for remedial / corrective action.

Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance Sheet,
Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by this Report

are in agreement with the books of accounts.

1. BASIS FOR PREPARATION OF ACCOUNTS
The accounts are prepared under the Historical Cost Convention unless
otherwise stated and generally on the Accrual method of accounting.

2. INVESTMENTS
The School had invested the funds in Fixed Deposits and the School has no
other Investments. Hence Accounting Standard - 13 not applicable.

3. VALUATION OF INVENTORIES
Expenditure on purchase of chemicals, stationary, etc., are accounted as
revenue expenses.

4. FIXED ASSETS
a) Fixed assets are stated at cost of acquisition including inward freight,
duties and taxes and incidental and direct expenses related to
acquisition, installation and commissioning.

b) The Fixed Assets purchased by the Faculty out of the Cumulative
Professional Development Allowance from the inception of the
allowance are exhibited as Fixed Assets of the Institution by passing
required entries at Schedule-4A.

¢) Fixed Assets includes Rs.2,59,565/- worth of Assets purchased out of
Hostel / Sports Fees shown under 4D : Fixed Assets (Others).

d) The School had been allotted 9.66 acres of land in total at Government
Polytechnic College, Vijayawada by the Government of Andhra
Pradesh. The value of land was taken as Rs.1 in the books as it is
allotted at free of cost.

e) E-Journals & Computer Software is grouped under Intangible Assets.

f) During the year, SPAV Capitalized an amount of Rs.85,14,148/-
(Rs.80,00,642/- for Construction of Compound Wall and Sports
facilities + Rs.5,13,506/- for PMC Charges paid to BSNL).

g) During the year, the School received an amount of Rs.2,06,339/-
towards cost of buy back and the same reduced from the value of the
Asset. (Rs.67,288/- under Office Equipment ; Rs.1,26,000/- under
Computers & Peripherals ; Rs.13,051/- under Furniture, Fixture &
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Fittings). Further, an amount of Rs.13,700/- was received towards buy
back value of Computers & Peripherals was reduced from the cost of
the Computers & Peripherals.

5. DEPRECIATION
a) Depreciation is provided on WDV -method as per rates specified in the
Income Tax Act 1961.

b) In respect of additions / deductions from fixed assets during the year,
depreciation is calculated as per Income Tax Act 1961.

c) Depreciation has been provided for the full year and half year for
assets acquired during Apr-Sep and Oct-Mar periods respectively.
Arithmetical Calculations made for depreciation through Tally Software
(Apr-Sep considered as 183 days & Oct-Mar considered as 182 days).

6. GOVERNMENT GRANTS/SUBSIDIES
a) Government Grants are accounted for on a realization basis. However,
where a sanction for release of grants pertaining to the financial year is
received before 31st March and the grant is actually received in the
next financial year, the grant is accounted on accrual basis and an
equal amount is shown as recoverable from the Granter.

b) To the extent utilized towards capital expenditure (on accrual basis)
government grants are transferred to the Capital fund.

c) Government grants for meeting Revenue Expenditure (on accrual
basis) are treated as income of the year in which they are realized.

d) Unutilized grants (including advances paid out of such grants) are
carried forward and exhibited as a liability in the SCH-3: Current
Liabilities: Unutilized Grants.

e) Total Grants received from Ministry of Education, Government of india
during the year 2022 - 23 and the utilization of the grants were
disclosed separately in schedule-3C.

1. Schedule 12 Interest Earned — ¥15.81 lakh

This does not include an amount of 23,432 being interest earned on Savings Bank account.
The same was not disclosed under “Schedule — 12 — Interest Earned” but was exhibited under
Current Liabilities. An amount of 33,432 towards Savings Bank Interest was not disclosed in
Schedule 12 — Interest Earned. However, the same was disclosed under Schedule - 3 Current
Liabilities and Provisions.

This resulted in understatement of Schedule — 12 — Interest Earned by an amount of 33,432

and overstatement of Current Liabilities to the same extent.
2. General observations on Annual Accounts of the Institute

A) The Institute has provided an amount of 21,99,36,071 towards Retirement and Terminal

Benefits. However, the break - up for the same, was not made under Schedule-15A.

B) The Institute has taken corrective action in respect of all comments of previous SAR ie. on
the Annual Accounts for the year 2021-22, except Audit findings numbering A.1.2(ii),
Management Letter Para No.5.
