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1.0 HISTORY OF THE SCHOOL

School of Planning and Architecture, Vijayawada was started as a Centrally Funded Technical Institution (CFTI)
by the Gowt. of India in July 2008 to impart training in the fields of architecture and planning to students admitted
through AIEEE examination at the national level. Currently, SPAV is in its fourth year of academic function
offering two undergraduate programs, B.Arch and B.Plan with an approved intake of 105 students per year.

Background

Indian economy is growing fast, and is likely to continue doing so over the next several years. To sustain
economic growth, cities will have to be planned and managed effectively and efficiently so as to atiract private
investors to invest in Indian cities. The number of planners and architects in the country per million of population
is only 2.5 and 32 respectively while the corresponding figures are much higher in the developed countries. The
need for having more architects and planners is accentuated by the fact that by 2031, majority of the Indian
population would be living in towns and cities. It is in this context that urban planners to plan the cities and towns,
and managers and administrators to manage them, architects to envision, design and plan for individual buildings
and large complexes are central to the process of urbanisation. Planning of cities, towns, and their infrastructure
such as water supply, drainage, sewerage, power network, housing and other physical and social infrastructure is
vital to economic and social growth of the country.

Thus, to meet the increasing need of Architects and Planners in India, the Government of India decided fo set up
more SPAs in order to spread excellence in architectural and planning education. As a result of various
deliberations, the Government of India in the Ministry of Human Resource Development (Department of Higher
Education), vide their letter No. F.3-17/2008-TS.VI dated 7th July 2008 conveyed its decision to set up two new
Schools of Planning and Architecture during the 11th Five Year Plan (2008-2013), one at Vijayawada (Andhra
Pradesh) and another at Bhopal (Madhya Pradesh). It is envisaged that these new schools would focus on
exploration of new knowledge, besides evolving strategies and solutions for issues and problems in the fields of
planning, development of human settlements.

The Govemment of India had requested the SPA, New Delhi to be the mentor institute for SPA Vijayawada and
NIT Bhopal to be the mentor institute for SPA Bhopal, till such time the new institufions are properly set up. From
the inception in the year 2008 till mid of 2011, SPA Vijayawada was temporarily located in the campus of the
Acharya Nagarjuna University (ANU), Guntur District, A.P, located on the Vijayawada-Guntur Highway, at a
distance of about 25 km from the city of Vijayawada. Owing to the increasing need of space for academic,
administrative and recreational activities, SPA Vijayawada has shifted to a leased campus at Nidamanuru, along
the NH-5, near the city airport. The campus is well connected to various key locations of the city and the
students hostels.
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2.0 DIRECTOR'S NOTE

School of Planning and Architecture, Vijayawada (SPAV) has taken the path
of development towards a renowned Institution of national importance, During
the year 2011-12. The first step towards this development was to move to the
new accommodation with adequate floor space to run the institution till such time
it will have its own campus.

The process of modifying the structure and curriculum of the B Arch and B Plan programs was continued through
the year through a series of workshops involving eminent scholars and professionals. Efforts are on to start four
PG Programs two in each department. Preparation of Syllabus for the said programs is underway and these
proposed courses are being developed in tune with the vision of SPAV to emerge as a centre for excellence in
the region and beyond, across Architecture and Planning streams of knowledge.

In addition to attending to their academic commitments and other administrative duties, faculty members
presented papers in national and international seminars and conferences held in India and abroad.

The Sports Day, Annual Day, Independence Day and Republic Day were also celebrated with lot of enthusiasm
from students and staff alike. The School has conducted many Guest lectures for Architecture and Planning
students with renowned persons from the industry.

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4.0 CAMPUS DEVELOPMENT

A land parcel admeasuring 4.05 Ha belonging to the Government Polytechnic, ITI road, Vijayawada was
provisionally allotted to SPAV by GoAP out of which 2.83 Ha (7 acres) was handed over to SPAV during the year
2010. The pracess of mutation and fixation of boundary is in progress. Detailed proposals regarding allotment of
28 acre land belonging to Vijayawada Municipal Corporation located at Ajit Singhnagar and the 25 acre railway
land, located adjacent fo the 28 Acre VMC land are awaited from the departments concerned. Architect for the
design of SPAV campus has been shortlisted through a Two-Stage Architectural Competition and SPAV is on
the verge of entering into an agreement with the Architect. The milestones of the architectural competition are
summarised and presented in a chronological order for ready reference;

SPAV floated a tender in leading news dailies inviting Expression of Interest (Eol) from eligible Architectural firms
to participate in a two stage architectural competition, in July 2010. In response to the same, 99 Architectural
firms submitted the Eol. The Eols were evaluated by a Jury Panel constituted by the BoG of SPAV and
shortlisted 43 firms. Accordingly, Request for Proposal (RFP)-1 was circulated to the 43 shortlisted firms inviting
submission of conceptual proposals for Stage One of the two stage design competition. In response to the RFP-
I, 22 out of the shortlisted firms submitted conceptual proposals.

The TWENTY TWO entries were scrutinized for conformity to the terms given in RFP-I and it was found that one
of the entries had not conformed to the stipulations of anonymity and the jury decided to disqualify the entry. All
the other TWENTY ONE entries were examined by the jury members, individually and then collectively. After
intensive scrutiny of all the entries (coded entries) and discussions on their merits and demerits the jury
unanimously selected the following FIVE entries for participating in the Stage TWO of the compefition:

All
the 5 finalists submitted their proposals within the stipulated date and time that is on December 01, 2011 by
05.00 PM and the FIVE entries were scrutinised and were found to conform to the terms given in RFP-II. All the
FIVE entries were examined by the Jury members, individually, then collectively and each of the FIVE selected
Architects presented their proposal and responded to the queries of the Jury in the jury meeting held during
December 09-10, 2011 at SPAV campus, Vijayawada and unanimously arrived at the following conclusion:

First Prize : Architect SHANTANU POREDI, M/s. Mobile Offices, Mumbai
Second Prize  : Architect BRINDA SOMAYA, M/s. Somaya and Kalappa Consultants Pvt. Ltd., Mumbai
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As per the terms and conditions of RFP Stage I,
Honorarium (INR 2.0 Lakh to the 5 finalists) and Prize
money (INR 10.0 Lakh and INR 5.0 Lakh to the First and
Second prize winners respectively, including Participation
Honorarium of INR 2.0 Lakh each) as applicable, was
paid to the Five participants of Stage Two of the
competition, in a Prize distribution ceremony conducted
on January 28, 2012 at SPAV campus, Vijayawada. The
prize distribution ceremony was graced by Dr. D.
Purandeswari, Hon. MoS for HRD, Gol. As on date, SPAY
has obtained approval of BoG on the Agreement to be
signed with the winning Architect and is also in the
process of appointing a Govt. construction agency for
execution of the project.

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6.0 ACADEMICS

School of Planning and Architecture is presently offering two undergraduate programs namely, Bachelor of
Architecture and Bachelor of Planning with an approved intake of 105 students per year. The School proposes
to offer graduate (Masters), doctoral and post-doctoral programs in architecture and planning with effect from the
academic year 2013-14. Curriculum for four approved graduate programs (two each in Architecture and

Planning) is in the stage of formulation through workshops and brainstorming sessions involving eminent experts
from India and the world over.

At the beginning of each academic year, orientation programme is conducted for the newly admitted students (I
year B.Arch and B.PIng) so as to make them aware of their chosen field of study. Alike earlier years, orientation
programme was conducted to welcome the batch of 2011-12 academic year, which commenced on
August 01, 2011. Students were welcomed by the staff and an orientation programme was conducted for
students of Architecture and Planning by the respective faculty and heads of the departments.

Students were inquisitive to know about the expectations of the programme and have also expressed their innate
interest in the respective discipline. Faculty members have explained the fields of Architecture in retrospect and
have outlined the curricular requirements. A power point presentation was given as part of this interactive
session to enable students understand the contributions of Master Architects and Planners in the international as
well as Indian arena. Students were also given to understand that education in Architecture and Planning bear a
multi-disciplinary approach and thus the same shall enable students to pursue inter-disciplinary streams of
education in the Masters degree level. ‘

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Academic Projects

Architectural Design is the central discipline of the programme. The Design studio is the area where the students
apply their knowledge and develop design skills while testing out the theories and methods leamt through other
courses in the Humanities, Technological and Professional streams. The students will endeavour to acquire an
understanding of the determinants of the built form such as social imperatives, environmental concerns and the
craft of building. They will review experiences from their own immediate and personal environment as well as the
values and perceptions of other people involved in the process of design viz., the user, the client and the public
at large, Derivation of concepts and strategies will then lead to a deliberate response in the shape of a specific
design proposal with the help of organisational and communicative skills.

The study of Architectural Design is seen as a cumulative process where the experience of the previous year is
used as a base for increasing the depth and breadth of knowledge and development skills in the following year.
The range of design problems shall include projects of progressively increasing complexity from a simple rural
habitat to multi-use urban mega-structures.

l. ARCHITECTURAL DESIGN - STUDIO EXERCISES DEALT DURING 2011-2012 A.Y

1.1YEAR B.ARCH:

Outline: Problems related to the understanding of the elements of architectural design, concepts of space and
form and their perception. Parameters of design, Anthropometrics, human activity and the use of space,
interrelationship of Architectural space to form, structure, and materials and to nature as a contextual setting.

A. Principles of Basic Design

The semester course was focused specially on problems related to the understanding of the elements of
architectural design, concepts of space and form and their perception. Students were exposed to problems
related to the understanding of the principles and elements of architectural design, concepts of space and form
and their perceplion.

Students were inspired to learn about the "GRID" as an important tool in organizing architectural spaces. On the
given Grid, the students were required to work, develop patterns in pencil, black n white and colour on A4 size
sheets.

B. Colour

As one of the key elements of Visual Art, Colours (and textures) enhance our visual experience-not only because
of their obvious embellishment value, but also because of their spatio-plastic behaviour. They are known to effect
human psyche. Colours and textures must also be matched well with each other and with the form that they
would together embellish, for maximum visual impact

The students presenting various assignments on colours worked on standard colour schemes viz.,
a) Monochrome b) Analogous c) Complimentary d) Split complimentary e) Near complimentary f) Triad
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Students discovered the creative means of design while approaching the design problem. The task was to
comprehend relationship between two-dimensional drawings and three dimensional forms. Students had to come
out with design options within square grid of nine squares. Each square is 3m x 3m. They had to start exploring
the grid 3-dimensionally till they achieved a comprehensive aesthetic design composition from the grid. Final
design was supported with a demonstrative model.

Students were also required to study at least two buildings and explain the principles of Design with and present
a portfolio. Examples of buildings from their hometown, famous buildings or any other buildings were taken into
consideration. Students had to synthesise the observations in the study of a given space through elementary
measured drawings, sketching and photography. Subsequently, they were required to study a given space,
understand its context and design an architectural form with a specific function.

2.1 YEAR B.ARCH:

Qutline: Design of a simple building for public activity in a non-urban setting, or a situation without urban
regulatory controls. Introduction to other role players in the Architectural process viz., the client and the user.
Appreciation of the non- personal view as process resources.

Studly of the social and physical environment & methods of construction in vernacular architecture emerging out
of the tradifional way of life of the people in a given place including topographic survey. This may be a village or
part of a small town.

A. Study of Vernacular settlements (Architectural Design and Study Tour)

With respect to the course content, the teachers have initiated to construct extensive study on Vernacular
building forms which are driven by rich cultural systems. With this, teachers have selected “Aathangudi”,
“Tanjavur” & “Trichy” of Tamilnadu as proposed study areas.

Objectives of the Study:
i.  To study the architectural character of Aathangudi as a pattern revealing principles of design

ii.  Toanalyze the forces (socio-cultural, economic, political, technical and religious) and causative factors
(living pattern, resources, knowledge etc.) which may have influenced architecture

ii. ~ To examine the underlying sequence of composition / arder of architecture and resultant village fabric -
spatial organisation within the settlement in response to day-to-day activities, climate, geography,
geology, people's beliefs, indigenity etc.

iv.  To develop an understanding of consolidation pattern (of Aathankudi settiement), which must have been
the culmination of the aforementioned parameters of organic and indigenous development per se
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In line with the aforementioned study objectives, students have successfully observed and analysed the
settlement with the support of local people. The study revealed the innate skills of art and ornamentation as
could also be seen in the making of ceramic tiles. This is one reflection of the socio-economic character of the
settiement influenced by the artistic skills of the people.

Students have also analysed the vernacular styles, character of built form etc. Similar chronology and
methodology was adopted to study Tanjavur and Trichy wherein temple architecture was an added and exclusive
feature, The study trip was executed well and resulted in a meaningful study of settlements as representative
factors of architecture of a region.

B. Design of Community Living space

Introduction to concepts of shared open space, clustering, community, aggregation and economy. Emphasis will
also be laid on site planning.

Students were given a task to design and develop a space for community living with recreational spaces,
residential and other utilitarian buildings with due emphasis on site planning as well as services (electrical, water
supply and sanitation). A site admeasuring 6.02 acre located in Vaddeswaram near Vijayawada was chosen as
proposed site.

Based on case study of different gated communities in and around Vijayawada, students conceptually
understood the character of a multi-functional space and accordingly demonstrated the learnings through design
on the proposed site.

C. Library (Quick design exercise)

The students were given a quick design exercise/time problem on community space — where in they were given
a task to design library for a town (the case of Aathangudi), with a capacity to shelve 3000 journals, internet café.
One of the key requisite parameters was to presume the use of locally available materials as a matter of
indigenity and contextual appropriateness.
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3. Il year B.Arch:

Qutline: Design of a multi-functional public building in the urban setting. Introduction to urban development,
controls, codes and bye-laws. Exercises in articulation and manipulation of programmed needs, Design
methodology, criticism and evaluation of alternative concepts. Study of an urban environment in use. Urban
activities, services and construction methods, and phenomena of social ufilizations, growth and change shall be
the focus of the study.

A. Nationalised Bank branch (Quick design exercise)

The site given for this project is about 1200sq.m. and the proposed building need to have a total built up area of
300-320 sq.m. The proposed facility is entirely a Non-Air Conditioned Facility, and AC shall be considered for
certain specific areas if mentioned.

Students were required to evolve the detailed area requirements for the listed facilities, within the limits of total
built up area mentioned above. A short term project spanning for about 2 weeks to enable students’ skills and
understanding about the following:

i. typology of office/ carporate spaces

ii. space for public with various types of end users

iii. security and surveillance aspects of the premises

iv. strategic handling of restrained public movements to ensure zero interference with the secured zones
v. interior designing of office layouts

vi. quick design solutions

vii. space standards pertaining to Reserve Bank of India

The final outcome proved to exhibit their capability on “quick understanding of the context”. Though the “project
scale” was small, students came out with an array of ideas in articulating the varied types of interior spaces.

B. Architecture of “Spiritual spaces” (centre for new consciousness)

The Spirit, which is pure consciousness, lives in each of us; that is how we know that we are conscious. Our
body and our mind appear to be conscious because of the pure consciousness that is our real essence, our real
“I", or Spirit, Students were required to design a “Centre for New Consciousness” , where in the built form
along with its entire immediate surroundings shall be evolved in a manner, by which the resultant space would
help each end user, by various architectural means, to reach the state of “pure consciousness” .

This short term design project was focussed on the outward form and the inward space, in the realm of a spiritual
or a religious centre. A small parcel of land, with an extent of about 2.5 acres, on the banks of river Krishna at
Vijayawada was given to students.

Students were taken to “Auroville- Mantri Mandir”, Pondichery, wherein they had a live experience of sequence
of spaces/pathways that have been created to witness the master piece, the scale, materials, that have been
appropriately imbibed in the design, and the creation of that entire immediate surroundings. The final outcome
was a spectacular show with range of experiments in “form” and resultant inward space, and also range of
possibilities in creating the pathway/sequential approach to reach the “primary space”.

QOutline: Design problems on the design of closed environment, with emphasis on the articulation of interior
spaces, detailing and finishing materials, textures, colour and light, acoustics and air-conditioning. Exterior
spaces formed by buildings, Elevations, fenestration and built form as a moderator of urban space, site planning
and landscaping. The problems may be set in the context studied in ADs 5. Working drawings related to one or
more aspects studied above with a view to understanding structure and services related to buildings of 3 to 5
storeys and the implications of specifications on the quality and cost of the final architectural product. This course
shall be integrated with the building Construction studio. This may be group efforts in a simulated a real-time
situation.
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C. Architecture of Health Care Spaces (100 hed Hospital)

This was introduced as the major design problem for the students. The site was located at Porur-Guindy road,
Chennai. The students had visited the site and also various hospitals like Sundaram Medical Foundation
(Chennai) and JIPMER (Pondicherry) to have a good analysis for their designs. The design gave an in-depth
perception to functionalism and ambience of spaces.

The final outcome demonstrated the aspects of highly demanding functional spaces vs. Spaces of high aesthetic

value, “building services integration”, and also aspects of sfructural grid co-ordination, all culminating in a
workable solution.

Primary Elements of a Hospital Environment
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During the above project, students have been trained in various potential factors of hospital planning , to name a
few:

i.  Critical understanding on various types of end users as illustrated above

ii. ~The site was in a metropolitan context, to facilitate/sensitise students on wide range of building byelaws
and their strong influence on design

iii. ~Clearly classification of sterile, semi-sterile, and non-sterile spaces

iv. Strategic analysis on crowd movement/management in the out patient department

v. Strategic analysis on crowd management in the emergency department

vi. Clear understanding on guidelines pertaining fo “radiclogy department” as prescribed by BARC.

vii. Critical understanding on wheelchairs and stretcher movements

viii. Integration of various building services

D. Entertainment Space and Transit Space

Students were given an option to choose between design for Entertainment Space (Shopping Mall + Multiplex)
and Transit Space (Bus terminus) for the term. The site for Entertainment Space was located in between the
Ryves canal and Bandar Canal, equivalent distance to Bus stand and Railway station. The students were asked
to make a model of the site and neighbouring surroundings to understand the typology of the site, helping them
in site analysis. Creation of interesting spaces with the play of light, form, floor plates, and also concentrating on
building bye laws and fire fighting norms of NBC was focused for the design.

The existing site of Vijayawada Bus Terminus was given as a challenge for the students for Bus terminus design.
Looking into the various aspects of circulation, public and private spaces and traffic management was focussed
on for the design. The students were divided into groups and analysed different bus terminuses of Chennai,
Hyderabad and Bangalore.
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4. IV year B.Arch:

Qutline: Design problem involving a high density, large scale housing, Socio-economic determinants, Legislative
and economic constraints and fechnological alternatives shall be studied in detail. Exercises in simulation and
conceptual modeling shall be conducted. Application of concepts of community participation, phasing, financing
and construction planning.

A. Mass Housing

The Mass Housing project involving a high density, large scale housing, Socio-economic determinants,
Legislative and economic constraints and technological alternatives has been introduced by selecting five
different sites in Vijayawada and the Exercises in simulation and conceptual modeling was also conducted.
Application of concepts of community participation, phasing, financing and construction planning has been
focused by conducting workshops and special lectures.

Project documentation including basic working drawings, preliminary estimates, outline specifications and
scheduling aimed as deliverables of the students to have comprehensive understanding of the implementation
process.

Il. ARCHITECTURAL GRAPHICS - STUDIO EXERCISES DEALT DURING 2011-2012 A.Y

Architectural Graphics is one of the courses which compliments Architectural Design through the learning of
architectural drawings, presentation techniques, communication graphics etc. thus resulting in an effective visual
communication. Some of the exercises undertaken under this course are presented are as follows

1. Il year B.Arch:

Qutline: Architectural presentation techniques elaborating on Three-dimensional views, cul-away views,
architectural rendering and model making in different media, colour presentation, optics and kinetics, Life
drawing, Art lettering.

Under the stream of enabling skills, this course helped the students in finding methods of learning, problem
solving and expression of ideas, relevant to all subjects in the curriculum. This will introduce students to the full
range of possibilities with simple exercises in their application. The students practiced extensively with a view to
their own personal improvement till a satisfactory standard were achieved.

lll. PROJECT REPORT

As part of the academic curriculum, students of Architecture must wark on Project Report which is the sole
course during the first term of fourth year B.Arch. During the said term, students must undergo Practical Training
out of the Schoal in Architectural firms. This is intended to keep the students in touch with academic world while
they are out of the School and doing field training in professional offices or construction sites. The students are
expected to choose topics which are of special interest to them and prepare a report after research on topics
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related to the work done during the training period or as assigned by the Co-ordinator. Also, the same may be as

much they would form a part of a major research project which the school may be handling at that time.

The first batch of B.Arch Students (admitted in the year 2008) has undergone Practical Training in various offices
across the counfry, under close guidance of Practical Training co-ordinator/s of the Department. Choice of
students w.r.t the city and Architect/firm is one of the key parameters in the whole process of selection of firm or
selection by the firm. The entire program was monitored closely to assess the progress of each student and to

get feedback from the Architect about the performance of the trainee’s work.

Laboratories

Apart from regular classrooms, students have access to various studios and well equipped, air-conditioned
computer labs for CAD and GIS work. State of the art computers are installed capable of delivering cutting edge
graphics and simulations in architectural design and urban planning. The School also has some of the latest
survey equipments required in planning projects, transportation studies and site measurements.

The institution has set up two Computer labs, one each for Architecture and Planning students, with 30 and 15
workstations respectively. Some of the latest licensed softwares and computer based programmes are installed
in the laboratories to enable efficient interface between classroom and industry.
